Please review these policies regarding participation in the HK
Youth Soccer Program (sponsored by HK Recreation Department).

1. There will be no refunds issued once registration is completed (after July 13,
2009).  Exceptions will be made if a player is ill or injured (doctor’s note
required), or if the player moves out of town.

2. It is understood that players are expected to be at their team’s practices and
games. If a player will be late or unable to attend, the coach should be notified
beforehand. Some games will be played before 10:30 AM.

3. We will try to honor your carpool request (1 player), but we cannot  guarantee
this.  Balanced teams are our first priority. Requests must be for carpooling
purposes only (i.e. someone from your neighborhood).

4. You may pick one (1) day of the week that you do not want your child to prac-
tice. We will try to honor your request, but we cannot guarantee this.

5. Parents are expected to act in a sportsmanlike manner when watching
games.  Abusive language and behavior directed towards players, coaches,
and referees will not be tolerated.

6.   Once teams are selected, players cannot be moved to other teams.

7.   I understand that my child is not allowed to wear any type of jewelry to games
      and practices. This includes cloth/plastic bracelets and, most
     importantly, any PIERCED EARRINGS.

8. I understand due to field shortages that some games may be played before
10:30 am. The HK Recreation Dept. will do our best to rotate game times
each week.
